Let me quote MIT "The 233 students who have received 2 5 on
the Calculus BC exam and the 16 who received credit through the IB exam performed much
better than the average student in MIT mathematics class” The primary method of generating
credit at MIT for coursework is through the Collége Board Advanced Placement Tests. Entering
students who have taken other similar examinations, such as the IB examination, are handied on a
case-by-case basis but every effort is made to treat these students comparatively to those who
have taken the College Board AP exam. The assessments are comparable: Could I getto this
question about a dispute regarding the IB Program? (dudience) Go back to this guéstion of
scheduling again.

I'm going to skip to the assessm_ems. What is the quglmf of the IB Assessments compared to

the assessments of other programs? Obviously, we consider them superior: Yes, you have six
assessments to our one. Yes, you have twelve assessors to our three. Yes, you have eighteen
different times and settings to our one. You can't prove that yours is any more dccurate than ours,
This is the way we access and I won't you to know the difference: IB studerits are assessed at the
mimimum of six different times in six different ways, marked by six different examiners, cach of
whom is moderated by a senior examiner over a two year period. Here's is an example of our most

taken course, Language Al In order to earn an IB grade in English if the student's nanve Ianguage _ :

is English, send us two independent writings that were assigned by the teachei done
mdependently, outside of class by the student, one compared comparative and one investigative
marked by external examiners and moderaxed by external examiners. The student takés two oral
examinations, one prepared and ong . - - Given and graded by the teacher whose marks are
moderated by an external examiner.

In addution to this, I msh to pomt out that the teacher predlcts the student‘s marks sends 1t
independently to the gmdmg board, If the student's actual mark differs greatly from the predicted
marks, the tests are graded a second time and each of these different components of that Language
Al exam, feedback is sent to the school telling you how they are doing on each of the SIX '
components.

A body of
data exists with 317 researchers to demonstrate this. It is different from the AP. A lot of the
questions thai initially came from USC. were the perfect question. Why are we doing both of these
programs” The answer is the programs are different if they are done as they are designed.

There was a study of higher level math and science in the US and it is available on the National
Research Council Acadermy of Seience's website. Clinton commissioned it and it was finished for
a book. They quickly discovered there were only two programs to study - IB and AP. What they
praised us for, the criticized AP for.

If we anthorize a school ora-
partnership school and they decide to run an IB program between them and in coopeiation with
each other, all we care is that the two schools agree. We authorize schoo}s and 1t is up to the
school to do the dealings with the busmess : : :

5. (dudience); Do we understand that you can offer a high kevel math and science and exist with
AP math and science courses? Can we do that? 1 worked in three schools that did it. The students

took two years of chemistry. At the end of year one, they took AP Chemistry They divided it into
higher and standard level separate classes. That's what they did in grade 12. They took the IB test
at the end of grade 12 Biology in 9, Chemistry and Physics in 10 and then they choose their IB
science or sciences and they take them for the next two years. Three years of whatever science
they choose. We had mechanisms to get them through - dealing with two sciences at the same
time (grade 10).

6. {Audience): In a school like ours where we have this problem, is there support for students
who are taking individual plan - if a student wants to take a certain IB class but they don't have
enough IB students in the school to fake the class? 150 howurs for standard level conrse and 240
hours for a higher level course We don't ask vou if it was at the same time every day, we don't
ask if it was in a conventional classroom, we don't ask you if it was inside, outside, if another
class was going on - that's your problem because your kids are going to be assessed. (Audience):
If the schedule were such that the person was doing higher level chemistry in 11712, and they
wanied to do physics alse in 11°12 and their schedule for whatever reasons didn 't mesh, is there
a means to do that, can they hire an outside futor to do it? There are things required to be done
and topics to be covered and the student must have 240 hours of instruction. But certainly it can
